Karen O’Neil and Doug and Diane Iverson
will lead a five-day birding trip to the Sandia
Crest (near Albuquerque) and Bosque del
Apache National Wildlife Refuge near
Socorro, New Mexico from January 15 – 19,
2007.

Highlights of the trip will include the good
possibility of three Rosy Finches (Gray-
crowned, Black and Brown–capped) on the
Sandia Crest, the “fly-off” at sunrise at
Bosque (thousands of Snow Geese and
Sandhill Cranes) and the “fly-in” at sunset
of hundreds of Sandhill Cranes. We will also
bird the refuge intensively for raptors, many
waterfowl and other wintering birds. We will
drive the 14-mile refuge route, visit the
observation platforms and possibly walk
1 ½ to 2 miles on refuge trails.

The trip will include one night’s lodging in
Albuquerque, three night’s lodging in
Socorro (double occupancy, non-smoking),
breakfast and lunch “fixings” on the refuge
on Wednesday and Thursday, and dinner
out Thursday evening. This will allow a full,
uninterrupted day on the refuge on
Wednesday and Thursday. All other meals
will be “eat-out” at your own expense.

The trip will be limited to twelve participants,
and we are hoping to have four persons per
automobile. The cost of the trip will include
reimbursement of three drivers for all their
gasoline costs, our lodging, the above-

mentioned meals and admissions. Any
monies collected in excess of costs will be
donated to Prescott Audubon. If you are
interested, the full cost is $250.00 per person
including a non-refundable $50.00 deposit
taken on a first-come, first-served basis. The
deadline is December 8, the day after the
next Audubon gathering, so we can adjust
room reservations.

Although we will have full details for those
who sign up, it should be mentioned that
weather conditions could vary from well
below freezing (sunrise at the bosque and at
the 10,678’ Sandia Crest), to well into the 70s.
Also, if weather conditions close the road to
the Sandia Crest on Tuesday morning, the
group could make a second effort before
driving home on Friday.
